	Voice: Volume , tone, and pitch

	Vocabulary and Grammar: Proper use of words, any excessive use of filler words such as uh or umm, or unnecessary filler phrases
Speaker’s Pronunciation and Articulation: Accuracy in any foreign words


	Preparation, Research, and Support: Knowledge of material and relevant topic, how well did speaker follow prepared notes, did speaker drift off topic or remain focused? Use of facts, data, examples, testimony, quotes, and narratives


	Delivery: Proper introduction, opening that got the audience’s attention and involvement and lead to into body, with a clear message, and a close that was effective using the appropriate amount of time for each—10%, 75%, 15%

Did the speech follow a logical organized pattern? Did speaker develop each main idea? Were some ideas given more attention than others? Did speaker exaggerate or use sound reasoning? Were claims based on sound fact or opinion?
